GENERAL:

A. E-mailed questions from PEMB bidder with answers from Puetz below:

1.

With the width of some of the bays (up to 33’ wide), a 10” tall purlin will be required for a
VP building. The minimum R value in the roof is called out as R-30. Do you want me to
use R-30 (not recommended), or do you have a recommended insulation value you'd want
used?

a. If taller purlins will be required, the roof purlins shall be filled full of batt
insulation. Min. R-Value to be changed to R-32.3 (R25 + R11) (with thermal
block). See Changes to the Project Manual - Specifications below.

Is vehicle bay 2 located next to vehicle bay 1? | didn't see the second bay labeled. Just

making sure my liner panel is getting in the correct spots.

a. See CR1 for location of Vehicle Bay 2 on the plans. It is the room to the North
of Vehicle Bay 1)

It looks like anchor bolts and nuts need to be galvanized? Are bolted frame connections

acceptable to be plain finish, and second bolt connections zinc plated? Or do all fasteners

need to be galvanized?

a. Bid per specs.

How many snow dams per panel would be required on the snow guards? I’'m assuming 2

per panel if the panel is 2’ wide, or can 1 per panel can be used?

a. Specs note to be design per manufacturer’s recommendations.

Just want to verify the 6” steel stud partition walls are going to be built by the

carpenter/steel stud guys. Will they also be putting on the 7/16” plywood? That shouldn't

fall under section 13, but just making sure.

a. These items are not part of PEMB bid package.

Mezzanines also look to be constructed of wood. That doesn't appear to fall under section

13.

e The mound system boundary will require 3’ of over excavation and will need to be backfilled
with off-site clay material. Material should meet the minimum requirements of a percolation
rate of not less than 5 min/in. Once material is brought on-site and compacted, the owner will
have a percolation test completed to ensure minimum rates are met prior to the mound system
installation. The additional over excavation has been accounted for in the grading table.

e Excess topsoil material may be stored within the owner’s property (north of the project limits
and south of 313™ Street) at a location determined and agreed upon by the owner.

This addendum shall become a legal and binding part of the contract documents. All Bidders shall agree to
accept the revisions indicated and prepare proposals in accordance therewith.
