The razor wire fencing currently on the west side of the lower roof will need to be
removed and re-installed by the Contractor as part of this Scope of Work.

Clarification: Given the requirement to raise rooftop equipment as necessary to
maintain the minimum 8” clearance for all curb attachment, the Contractor will need
to include in their bid all electrical and mechanical work required to complete the re-
roof as drawn and specified.

The new ladder shown to be installed at the south end, just west of the corridor roof,
is actually to be installed at the south end of this corridor, but on the east side.

Clarification: All existing electrical conduits and conduit curbs on the roof shall be

temporarily supported and re-installed on the new roofing, with any required
electrical work necessary to be part of this Scope of Work.

Clarification regarding the desired schedule of construction: The intention is to
complete a contract with the selected Contractor as soon as possible, utilize the
winter weather period for shop submittals and material purchase, with on-site
construction starting as soon as weather permits in the early spring.

Introductions:

1. Gordon Tebo and Kurt Anderson, from LRC, introduced themselves. | introduced
myself on behalf of Erickson Sullivan Architects. | also noted that Nick Amen (not
in attendance), from the State Building Division, was the Project Manager.

2. Itwas noted that if anyone wanted to return to the site prior to bidding, they could
coordinate access with either Gordon or Kurt, at the following numbers:

b. Kurt Anderson: 402-499-3596

Scope of Work:

I briefly described the project and noted a few unique aspects of the project. | also noted
the general timeline is to contract with a roofer, proceed with shop drawings and product
purchases during the winter, intending to start on-site work as weather allows in early

Spring.
General Requirements:

I went through Item 1 on the Agenda attached, Gordon reviewed the items listed in

Items 2-4. A few highlights noted included:
1. LRC could close one of the fenced courtyards as needed for staging, dumpsters,

etc, but not more than one.

2. Locked job boxes can be on the ground outside of the fence, or on the roof.

3. Plenty of room around the building for staging, parking and trash. The Contractor
simply needs to coordinate locations with LRC during construction.

4. Temporary available electricity is located inside the rooftop units at various

locations.
No issues with late working hours if desired by the Contractor.
Toilet facilities provided by the Contractor need to be outside the fenced areas,

unless part of a courtyard already closed from patients for contractor use.

Roof Tour:

We toured contractors to the roof to review existing conditions. Specific items discussed

included:
1. The razor fencing on the west side of the lower roof will need to be removed and

re-installed by the Contractor as part of this scope. This will be noted in an

addendum.
2. Ballast will be removed and relocated on the LRC Campus by the Contractor, as

directed by LRC staff. This is noted in the documents.
3. It will be difficult to access dumpsters outside the fenced area at the south
portions, therefore a courtyard will likely need to be closed for dumpster use

during parts of the project.

4. Given the requirement to raise rooftop equipment as necessary to maintain the 8"
high curbs noted in the drawings, the Contractor will need to include all electrical
and mechanical work as part of their scope of work. This will be clarified in an

addendum.
5. The new ladder shown on the west side of the north-south corridor is preferred to

be installed on the east side of the corridor. This will be addressed in an

addendum.
6. All existing electrical conduits and curbs currently on the roof surface will need to

be temporarily supported and re-installed on the new roofing as part of this
scope. This is already noted in the documents.
7. | explained that an addendum would be submitted within the next week to

address pre-bid items, as well as any others that arise.
